ACCESSING THE WEBSITE FOR THE FIRST TIME 
 
 To access the website, follow this step-by-step procedure: 
 
1) Connect to the Internet via Microsoft Internet Explorer. 
2) In the url box, located on top of the page, type in    
 www.wmflyfishing.com and hit enter.

2 Click on SETTINGS under temporary internet files. 
3) Where it says, Check for newer versions of stored pages, 
 select, Every visit to the page. 
4) Click on OK and then OK again.

USING THE WMFFC MESSAGE BOARD

lots of information only accessible to registered members. To 
register, please follow this step-by-step procedure. 
 
Registering 
 
1) Click on the REGISTER button on the top of the page. 
2)  Type in a USERNAME and PASSWORD that you will remember 
 and use each time you log onto the Message Board. 
3) Fill in your current E-MAIL address that you can be 
 contacted by for activation, questions, etc. 
4)  Complete the SECURITY CHECK by typing in the letters and 
 numbers exactly as they are shown in the picture above. This 
 Is to ensure you are a real person and not a computer 
 trying to hack on the server. 
5)  Agree to the TERMS OF SERVICE and click on the CREATE

Activating Your Account 



 
 Activating your new account is easy. When you registered, 
you entered an e-mail address that you could be contacted by, 
and when you clicked on create account, an activation e-mail 
should have been sent to that e-mail address. To receive the e-mail 
you may have to look in your spam folder, as some e-mail accounts 
may block the e-mail. After opening the e-mail, click on the first 
blue link you come across and in the new window that opens, 
click on activate account. Your account is now activated. 
 
Logging in 
 
1)  Click on the LOGIN button on the top of the page. 
2)  Enter your USERNAME and PASSWORD that used when 
 registering on the Message Board. If you can't remember it, 
 check the activation e-mail that was sent to your e-mail 
 address, it will be listed there. 
3)  Click the LOGIN button and you have now successfully 
 logged into the Message Board. 
 
Leaving Posts on the Message Board 
 
 Its not very hard to leave a new post on the Message Board, 
in fact, its quite easy. complete the following step-by-step 
procedure to leave a new  post on the Message Board. 
 
1) LOGIN with your registered USERNAME and PASSWORD. 
2) Choose the category you wish to leave the post under.

Creating Polls on the Message Board 
 
 To create a poll on the Message Board just complete the 
following step-by-step procedure. 
 
1) LOGIN with your registered USERNAME and PASSWORD. 
2) Choose the category you wish to leave the post under. 
 Example: (General Board or Fish Tales). 
3) Select NEW POLL on the tool bar. 
4) Enter the SUBJECT, POLL QUESTION, and possible answers 
 for the question in the text fields. 
5) You can then leave a description of the poll or what its 
 purpose is under MESSAGE on the same page. 
6) Click POST MESSAGE and your poll will be published in The

Leaving Replies on the Message Board 
 
 Leaving replies on the Message Board is extremely simple. 
Complete the following step-by-step procedure and you will 
successfully leave a reply on The White Mountain Fly Fishing 
Club Message Board. 
 
1) Open the message that you wish to leave a reply to. 
2) Hit REPLY on the tool bar and post your message the same 
 as you would in the above article. 
3) Or type your reply in the QUICK REPLY section at the 
 bottom of the post. 
4) Once you have finished typing your reply, click on the POST 
 REPLY button just below where you just finished typing.
