Water Safety

Be safe on the wateklVhat if you are in your Float Tube and it was to overturn and yo
were upside dowrin the water, would you be able to unhook the stripping net and gel
out?

Something to think about is your stripping net. Stripping nets have a hook, Velcro or
that attaches the net to D ring on your tube. Some of those hooks are difficult to ope
The stripping net is what would hold you in until you released it.
